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From Executive Board Meetings

March 8, 2002 — The Executive Board had its regular meeting on March 8 at Rechcigl's residence in Rockville, MD. In
attendance were six Board members, thus constituting a quorum for decision making.

After approval of the minutes, VP Vera Borkovec presented her report on the status of the anthology of Czech and
Slovak Poetry in Exile. The book has been completed and is currently in press. It will be available for sale at the Congress in
Plzen. Rechcigl will contact Dean Budil to see whether multiple copies could be stored at the university and whether he
could make available some students to assist with selling the book.

VP Dagmar White reported on the status of Fischmann's Papers. She indicated that the final manuscript was mailed to
Prague for formatting and then would be sent to the printer.

Rechcigl, in turn, reported on the status of the SVU Directory. He expressed some concern whether the Directory would
be ready for the Congress, considering that latest addresses maintained by SVU Treasurer were made available to Eichler
only recently. He expressed doubt whether the Directory would be ready at the time of the SVU Congress. Once the pertinent
data are merged the manuscript will need to be carefully proofread and there is not much time left before the Congress.

As was reported earlier, selected papers from the MN and NE conferences, as well as from the Washington, DC
Congress are being prepared for publication electronically on a CD. While significant progress was made with the latter two
projects, very little progress has been made with the papers from the MN conference due to Jozka Mestenhauser's illness and
preoccupation with other matters. Executive Board expressed hope that, with the involvement of Anna Vysoka and Daniel
Necas, the project will be expedited. They need to gather the manuscripts from the Conference participants as soon as
possible, correct them, as appropriate, and prepare the manuscript for publication.

Rechcigl reported on a special conference in making, to be held on May 18 in Washington, DC. by the Czech Embassy,
on the SVU initiative. The Conference, with the title, "Czech America and the Czech Republic: Mutual Ties and Joint
Partnership" will focus on three themes: 1 — cultural and education aspects; 2 — international and public relations, media,
politics and lobbying; and 3 — business and trade with the Czech Republic. In many respects, it will be a follow up on the
Conference held in 1997 when Alexandr Vondra assumed his ambassadorship in Washington, with the aim of fostering
cooperation between the Czech Republic and the Czech community in the US.

The major part of the Board meeting was devoted to the discussion of the forthcoming SVU World Congress in Plzen on
June 23-30, 2002. Rechcigl provided a detailed account of what has been done to date, including the logistics, local
arrangements, preparation of academic program and social and cultural events. With reference to logistics, practically all
organizational matters have been completed. In terms of academic program, the work of various panels organized in Plzen,
under the direction of Ivo Budil, has more or less been finished. US panels which are coordinated by Mila Rechcigl are also
almost ready. There are only 4 or 5 panels which need some additional work. Rechcigl prepared specific guidelines in the
form of a series of Congress Bulletins which have been made available to panel organizers. Among various responsibilities,
the panel organizers have been instructed to obtain abstracts from their panel members and send them en masse to Dean Budil
in Plzen.

Next meeting of the Board was set for Sunday, May 19.

.

May 19, 2002 -— SVU Executive Board had their last meeting, before completing their two-year administrative period,
on May 19th in SVU President Mila Rechcigl's residence in Rockville, MD. Present were half of the Board, a sufficient
number to constitute a quorum.

The first item on the agenda was Clinton Machann's and D. Chroust's reports on Kosmas. By then, most of the Board
members have already received their last issue of the periodical. The Board favorably commented on its contents as well as
quality and commended Editor Machann and Managing Editor Chroust on their efforts. The Board would have liked to also
receive an update from Woody Smith who was recently appointed Assistant Editor for Subscriptions and requested that he
does so subsequently.

Vera Borkovec reported on the status the planned Anthology of Czech and Slovak Poetry in Exile. The publication in
currently in press and will be available for Sale in Plzen. The Board recommended that the book be made available to
chapters in CR and SR for distribution in important cultural institutions. Dagmar White gave an account of the status of
Fischmann's Papers. The final manuscript was sent to the printer and there is every expectation that the book will be ready for
distribution.

With reference to other publications, Rechcigl brought the Board up to date on SVU Biographical Directory. All the
information has been merged into one document. What's needed now is a careful proof-reading to correct mistakes that
occurred during the merging process, to eliminate duplicate entries, to delete deceased members and include the recently
acquired members. To do this right, this will take some time. Unfortunately, there is not enough time to complete the task
before the Congress. In any case, the Board was pleased to note that the Directory has reached this point and will soon be
finished, considering various technical problems that hampered its publication initially.

Based on the recommendation of SVU Awards Committee, the Exe-cutive Board agreed to bestow the 2002 Elias
Human Tolerance Award on Father Tomas Halik. The Award which includes a price of $1000 will be presented to Father
Halik during the concluding Plenary Ses-sion at the SVU Congress in Plzen in June of this year. The occasion will also be
used for the presentation on of last year's award to Anton Srholec of Slovakia.

Since most of the Board members participated at the May Conference organized by the Czech Embassy a day before, a
part of the meet-ing was devoted to the discussion of the conference. The conference, which was instigated by SVU, with its
central theme: "The Czech Re-public and Czech Americans: Mutual Ties and Joint Partnership," was well attended by SVU
members from around the country. There was consensus, that the conference fulfilled its major aim in opening a dialogue
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between the Czech Americans and the Czech Embassy and demonstrating the Ambassador Palous' interest in Czech America.
The Board also felt, however, that there ought to have been some formal ending, summing up the major issues and agreement
on the future steps toward "strengthening ties and enhancing cooperation between the Czech Republic and Czech Americans"
which was the underlying goal of the meeting.

The remainder of the meeting was spent on the discussion of the various facets of the SVU World Congress in Plzen.
Most logistical and organizational arrangements have been completed. According to the latest communication received from
Dean Budil, there will be students from the university of West Bohemia at the Prague airport which will assist with
transporting overseas visitors from Prague to Plzen. Based on the records of the Congress Treasurer, Ota Safertal, who was
present at the meeting, there are still a number of speakers in the US Panels who have not registered yet. Based on her list,
Rechcigl sent a reminder note to all Panel Organizers to admonish their panel mem-bers to register as soon as possible.
Although rooms in the hostels are not available anymore, the participants can still stay in student dorms or in private
pensions, which in some respect, are nicer than the hotel rooms.

What's left is to work out the details of the ceremonial opening and the two plenary sessions. Rechcigl reported that both
Petr Pithart, Pres-ident of the Czech Senate and Vaclav Klaus, Speaker of the Chamber of the Deputies are planning to
address the Congress and that there is a good chance that President Havel may attend as well.

Ivo Feierabend who was a guest at the Board meeting acquainted the members with the plans to lay the reef to honor
Gen. Heliodor Pika and other victims of Nazism and Communism.

It Takes Two To Tango

Commentary on the Washington May Conference
at the Czech Embassy

On 17-18 May 2002, the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Wash-ington, DC organized a special conference with the general
theme, "The Czech Republic and Czech Americans: Mutual Ties and Joint Partnership." The aim of the conference was to
strengthen ties and enhance cooperation between the Czech Republic and Czech Americans.

SVU, which was one of the instigators and silent partners of the conference, was well represented, as were the major
Czech American organizations throughout the US. Generally speaking, the conference fulfilled its major aims, by opening the
dialogue between the two sides and giving an opportunity for the Czech Ambassador to present his views on the subject, and
to listen to how the Czech American com-munity thinks. That he listened was reflected in copious notes he was making as
well as from his frequent comments throughout the conference.

The conference was comprised of four parts. The first part was introductory in which the Ambassador outlined the goals
and presented his views regarding the Czech America. The other three dealt with specific topics, including Politics, Lobbying
and Media; Culture and Education; and Business and Trade with Czech Republic.

Each session began with an introductory talk by one of the Embassy staff, followed by an open discussion. Anybody in
the audience had the opportunity to raise his or her hand and make comments as he/she saw fit. This type of format was
certainly very democratic but a bit unruly, causing unnecessary duplication and frequently bringing self-serving comments
from the audience. Should another conference of this sort be held, more structure would be recommended, in terms of
speakers, discussants and the audience. The discussion might have also been more productive, if each side had presented its
point of view which would be followed by discussion. This way, presentations were largely from the Embassy side.

The first topic relating to politics, lobbying and media, except for the presentation from AFoCR of what they have been

doing, did not bring much new in terms of what ought to be done in the future with respect to improving the Czech Republic's
image in the US and influencing the political, or commercial scene. A number of comments expressed con-cerns about the
occasional bad publicity in US media which is more often than not left unanswered from the official Czech channels. There
seemed to be a consensus that in situation like that, when the people of the Czech Republic are being pictured as Nazi
sympathizers, or the country accused of violation of human rights, that it is the responsibility of the Embassy to respond. If no
one from the official quarters re-sponds the public is left with the feeling that the criticism must be right. An outright denial is
not enough in the US, there has to be some analy-tical discussion, and one has to present a balanced view wherever the chips
may fall. Some “admission of guilt” is more appreciated than outright denial.
The business and trade session could have used some beefing up. Besides the official presentation from the Embassy staff,
there wasrelatively very little input from the Czech-American side. The reason for it was obvious — the right people who
could have contributed to the subject were not there. There were hardly any individuals present who were professional
business men or business women.

The cultural component enjoyed the most attention and there were many participants who voiced their view. The
discussion could, no doubt, have continued for at least another hour, had time permitted. There were three major
presentations, including that of Petr Ganda-lovic, General Consul of New York, Dan Baldwin, Director the National Czech
and Slovak Museum in Cedar Rapids, IA and my own, all dealing with the question of preserving Czech cultural heritage in
America.

Having been permitted to serve as a co-moderator of the cultural session, I made an effort to put the discussion into some
context, and referred to the previous three conferences SVU held that led to the launching of a new ambitious long-term
project to preserve historical sites and monuments, as well as archival material relating to Czech Americans. I underlined the
fact that it was carried out in cooperation with major Czech-American organizations, associated with the National Heritage
Commission. The results of the survey were two comprehen-ive reports, "Czech-American Historic Sites, Monuments, and
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Other Memorabilia", and "Czechoslovak American Archivalia" which were presented to the Czech Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, under whose spon-sorship they were prepared. The reports which were passed around generated lots of interest with
recommendation that they be published.

Petr Gandalovic's talk which focused on the efforts to preserve one of the Czech historic buildings in New York City, the
Bohemian Nation-al Hall, was a logical follow-on. He gave a fascinating overview of the events that eventually led to the
selling of the building for a symbolic price of one dollar to the Czech government which committed itself to restore the
building to its original beauty and glory. Everybody expected some discussion of pro and con, as the project is somewhat
contro-versial in the opinion of its opponents. However, there was hardly any discussion of the legal issues.

Dan Baldwin, in turn, talked about their National Czech and Slovak Museum and Library in Cedar Rapids, their exhibits
and some of their collections. Here again, it would have been useful to have some archi-vists present, as well as
representatives of other depositories, so that the subject of the various problems relating to the preservation of Czech ar-
chival material abroad could be discussed in a systematic and practical manner.

Then came a presentation by Jakub Skalnik, followed by commen-tary from Jitka and Ron Stiles of Nebraska, which
opened up the sub-ject of education and the exchange programs between the Czech and US universities. There were quite a
few comments from the audience referring to specific projects or programs in different areas of the country.

There were a number of other cultural aspects, which could not be discussed because of the lack of time, including the
question of teach-ing Czech in America, how to enhance interest in Czech Area Studies abroad, how to involve young people
in various activities, how to best assist Czech students in the US, how to stimulate cooperative cultural projects between the
US and the Czech Republic, how to enhance cooperation between US universities and Czech institutions of higher learning
etc.

I would be amiss not to also mention the reception at the Embassy which was held on Friday night before the conference
started. It was a great opportunity to meet people with the same interests who came to Washington from afar. In retrospect, it
would have been better to have the reception on Saturday night since most of the out-of-town visitors were staying until
Sunday anyhow and in that way they could have come to Washington a little later.

Generally speaking, the conference was very interesting and enjoyable but it ended without any conclusion. This was the
way the conference was perceived at the end by most participants. There ought to have been another session added, on
Sunday morning, in which the discussions could have been summed up, with the agreement on the key issues and the next
steps to be taken toward the chief aim of the conference, i.e., "Strengthening Ties and Enhancing Cooperation between the
Czech Republic and Czech Americans."

Having said that, speaking overall, I give the conference an "A" for the efforts the Ambassador put into it and in terms of
the positive feelings the conference generated and for opening a dialogue between the two sides, as well as demonstrating the
Embassy's interest in Czech America.
